ADDENDUM 

CRUISING CLASS:
The Cruising Fleet shall consist of displacement mono-hulled sailboats which have a cabin.  No spinnakers may be used. A rating penalty will be given to boats using sails made of a material other than DACRON.  Whisker poles may be used.  All boats must obtain a valid Performance Handicap Rating Factor (PHRF) number from the representative of the Lake Lanier PHRF committee who will be present at the skipper's meeting. LLPHRF may charge a fee for providing this number.

COURSE: The cruising fleet shall sail a "long distance" (around the islands) course. A pursuit start will be used. Each boat will be issued a starting time at which they are to cross a line from the starting mark in the direction of the first mark.
