What:
Change is collected during the entire month of March, including Exceptional Children’s Week March 5th – 9th, 2012. Accredited Special Olympics Programs can collect change and have programs/teams/classes compete to see who can collect the most. Local Restaurants and Businesses can put up canisters to collect change too. In addition to benefiting Special Olympics Georgia financially, this event can be used for instruction (counting money, measuring, statistics, etc.). The state office will provide collection cans for you to use. 
Why:
This is an easy fundraiser for you to coordinate with your local program. The SOGA State Office provides the supplies you need. Your local program keeps 80% of the funds and you only send 20% of the money you raised to the state office to cover the cost of canisters, posters, advertising.
Who:
Open to any accredited Special Olympics Local or Area Program. 

SOGA State Office Support:

SOGA pays for all materials – canisters, posters, and advertising. We will ship you materials by

February 10 and conduct a PR Campaign. Some of the PR action steps are: Change for Champions will be a feature of our monthly newsletter from January through April, the Change for Champions logo will be one of the rotating images on the Special Olympics website, SOGA staff will use an e-mail signature in February and March highlighting Change for Champions, and more to come. 
Background: Since Change for Champions started in 2003, more than $180,000 has been raised for local programs. You can raise money with no risk or expense to your local program or school.
Next Steps: Get approval from your local school system, board of education, etc. to conduct this event. Contact your central office to fill out any forms you need to get it on the school calendar. Once you have approval, contact Addison Sanford at the number below or send an email to let him know you want to participate and order materials.

Some canisters are already in-house so we can fill orders early in 2012.


Once you get your materials, recruit co-captains to head up efforts at each school or location. 
Final Note: All unused materials must be returned to SOGA and payments to SOGA must be received by May 1, 2012 in order to participate in State Games.
