Levels 3 & 4 – Competitors may not stand in the non-volley zone unless they are returning a ball that bounces in the non-volley zone and then the competitor would need to step out of the non-volley zone.

Points from each task will be totaled and assessment information will be used in the divisioning process 
for fair and equitable competition.

2. Return of Serve: Applicable for both Singles and Doubles Assessments
· The Feeder/Server, using Competition balls, stands opposite side diagonally across from the competitor and shall serve 4 balls to the Right Service box – (2 balls to the Forehand (FH)side and 2 balls to the Backhand (BH)side).
· Competitor stands in the vicinity of the baseline of the Right Service Area to return serve . (4 attempts)
· Competitor returns the ball alternately FH Cross Court – FH Down the Line – BH Cross Court – BH Down the Line.
· The point is not played out.
· The same process is repeated to the Left Service Box.

·  If the Two-bounce rule is not fulfilled, competitor receives 0 pts for that attempt.
· After the Two-bounce rule is fulfilled, every hit thereafter counts until an error is made, ending the rally
· Competitor serves, after the ball bounces, the receiver (Feeder) returns the ball.
· The competitor must let the ball bounce before hitting the returned ball.
·  After competitor hits the returned ball, rally shall continue, with each hit counting until an error (out of bounds, missed ball, etc) is made.
