should be completed, signed and dated by a medical professional. The Athlete Medical form must

be completed every three years. (A licensed Medical Doctor, licensed Chiropractor,

Physician’s Assistant, Registered Nurse Practitioner or Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine can
complete and sign the medical form)

SOGA Housing Policy — Special Olympics Georgia (SOGA) usually provides housing for Athletes, Unified Partners and

Coaches entered in each State Games. SOGA totals the number of male and female Athletes, Unified Partners and

Coaches per agency and assigns room allotments based on those totals. When determining allotted room numbers, SOGA

allocates and provides 4 persons of the same gender per room for a Double/Double or King room with a pullout, 2 persons

of the same gender per room for a King room and 5 persons of the same gender per room for a Queen/Queen with a

pullout. In dorm rooms, SOGA allots one bed per person. Athletes, Unified Partners, Coaches and general volunteers may

not share a room with Athletes, Unified Partners, Coaches and general volunteers of the opposite sex.
